Methodology. Instructions

1. [bookmark: _Hlk162103102]Before writing an essay, you should plan how to organise your ideas. You could think about the things that you want to say about each person. It’s a good idea to draw a diagram before writing your text.
2. Check the word order
When you are writing, check the word order in each sentence. Don’t forget to start your sentences with a subject + a verb, and then add other details that you want to include. 
3. Plan your grammar
Your text should be rich in grammar and vocabulary. Make sure that you use different grammar items that are learned unit 1. Use the present simple form of the verb “to be.” Include information about your name, age, nationality, and a few things you like
4. Check your grammar
When you write your text, make sure that your grammar is OK. Read each sentence two or three times and correct the mistakes. If you are not sure of a word or expression, don’t use it — or check how to write it correctly first.

Example

My name is Maria. I am 20 years old. I’m from Spain. I´m a student of Basic Level Hospitality and Tourism Vocational training. My favourite hobby is travelling. And my favourite food is fish with chips.
My best friend is Sarah. She is 22 years old. She is a students at Rogers High School.  She is from Australia. She is very nice. She studies the Basic Level of Cooking and Catering Vocational Training. She is tall and thin. Her favourite sport is basketball and his favourite food is pasta.
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
